The col | ege has enbraced Sophi sticated Desi gned nethods for the
Degr adabl e and non-degradabl e waste managenent. The first step in
Solid Waste Managenent is Segregation of waste, G een and Bl ue

bi ns have been placed at several places in the canpus to
segregate wet and dry waste. G T has installed a 2 no’ s of

35kg/ day capacity biogas plant installed by Ms Synod bi osci ence
with an investnent cost of 94,500/- and 85, 000/- respectively for
both the plant.

The liquid wastes generated in the canpus is treated through
Sewage Treatnent Plant (STP) setup in the institute. At present
55200 litres/day of wastewater is treated and used for gardening.
The Bio Medical Waste from Grls hostel such as used Sanitary
napkins is disposed by using “Instant Electric Incinerators”.
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Procured from Vi saga Techno systens.
In KLS G T, conputers, printers and other |ICT equi pnent or the e-

waste generated in the canpus are collected and di sposed t hrough
Gover nnent approved dealers by inviting tenders in seal ed

quot ati ons. Whoever will negotiate at highest price will be
finalized to take the e-Waste materials at agreed price. Chem cal
waste will be used for other experinents in chem stry Dept. The
